ELIMINATION OF RATTLES
ON WIRE WHEEL DISCS

Several reports have been received of rattles in
the accessory wire wheel discs. This rattle can
usually be traced to looseness of the spring nuts hold-
ing the plastic emblem to the wheel disc hub. The
condition can be corrected by pressing the spring
nuts further on the studs to obtain a tight fit.

GENUINE LEATHER TRIM CHANGES

An improved process has been adopted and isnow
being used to finish all genuine leather. This coating
which is applied to the finished leather is known as a
vinyl finish. A proxylin finish was used on all genuine
leather prior to this change.

It has been determined that vinyl and proxylin
finishes are incompatible, causing deterioration when
two items of leather contact each other.

Part numbers for the second type trim along with
body serial number breaking points will be released
. and published in the Master Parts Catalog as soon as
possible. Meanwhile, as there is no visual means of
idex_}‘tifying the new type trim, it is imperative that the
body serial number be furnished when ordering any
enuine leather trim for 1953 models.
